That people would sense the glory of God

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How can | pray during the service?

Pray for believers to experience true worship.

e Pray for an outpouring of God’s glory in His church as people acknowledge Him, not only with their lips
but also with their lives.

o Ask God for a spirit of worship to manifest itself in our church.
e Pray for revival in our church and in our land.

Pray that believers will know, accept, and obey the Word of God.
o Pray that God’'s Word would be preached continually in our church.
e Pray for spiritual understanding and discernment among the people.
o Ask God for grace to be obedient to His Word.

Pray for unity in the church.
e Pray for humility among the church’s leaders and body of believers.
e Pray that a spirit of humility and repentance will rise up among all believers.
e Ask to break down walls of pride in our lives.

Pray for souls to be won to Christ.
e Ask God to give our church a vision for reaching the lost.
o Pray for laborers for the harvest — for believers who will consistently share their faith.
e Pray that we would reach out to the lost in our community.

Pray for joy in the hearts and lives of believers.
e Ask God to reveal our church’s potential to our leaders and the people.
o Ask God to bring joy to our leaders and the people of the church as we walk in obedience to Him.

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Praying for the Church Staff

Goal:

To raise the awareness of how badly the church staff needs our prayer
covering. To have people commit to praying for those who have
dedicated themselves to full-time ministry.

Instruction:

Talk about the things that the church staff does. It is helpful to bring in
some ‘not-so-well known’ things. (For example, the pastor often gets
calls in the middle of the night when there is an emergency. The
maintenance man has to sit and wait for the church to clear out on Sun
day night before he can go home.)

You might also point out that the enemy always targets those who are
full-time in ministry. What better way to cast a bad reflection on a
church than for one of the staff to fall into sin?

The church staff must always have a smile and be willing to have a
good attitude, even though at times they may be treated in a less
than Christian way.

Before the prayer meeting, ask those full-time at your church if they
have any specific requests that you could put in list form and pass out
to your group.
